A Help Line Intervention

“I was working at the South Pregnancy
Center on May 20th. We had closed the
center and were getting ready to trans-
fer the Help Line when the phone rang.

“The young lady. . . was screaming and
crying about wanting to have an abor-
tion. She had called some place else,
and they had told her to get $400.00 and
come over.

“Her friends decided against loaning her
the money and didn’t want her to have
the abortion. Her mother told her if she
had one to not come home, and the boy-
friend told her to move out. She was
hysterical.

“We were on the phone until almost
5:30 p.m., until all abortion clinics were
closed. We decided to meet on the West-
side for a Coke the next morning at 10:00
a.m. [ called Lucy to make sure that I was
doing the right thing. She sanctioned my

decision. About 9:30 p.m. that evening, I
called the client. She answered so excit-
ed, without any crying. She told me her
boyfriend had come over and brought
tacos for her and her mother. They all
talked and decided there would not be
an abortion. | was delighted and prayed
for her on the phone again.

“We met later at the McDonald’s on
the Westside. She was so excited. She
shared with me that she had quit school
a few months before graduation the year
before. She was an honor student plan-
ning to go into pre-pharmacy. Plans had
been made in a two week period for her
to go to college next year, and the uni-
versity is helping with funding. She feels
so blessed. Also, the boyfriend’s par-
ents were going to pick up her mother
and her on Sunday to go to church. 'm
invited to the baby shower and the wed-
ding. Wow, what a story!”
